THIS COURT ORDERS that: 

1. the orders of Adjudicator D. Hans Hwang (the “Adjudicator”) contained in paragraphs
23 and 124(1) of Order F23-07, dated February 13, 2023, be set aside;

2. the Adjudicator must reconsider whether the records at issue are excluded from the
scope of the Freedom of Information and Privacy Act, RSBC 1996, c. 165 (“FIPPA”) by
s. 3(3)(a) of FIPPA;

3. the Adjudicator shall allow the parties to the OIPC inquiry to provide further written
argument on the application of s. 3(3)(a) of FIPPA to the records at issue;

4. the stay of Order F23-07 is extended for 30 days from the date of the entry of this
consent order pursuant to s. 59(2) of FIPPA.
